Starting Times - Cruisers

Race 1: Warning signal no earlier than: 1040 / 1050

Race 2: Approx 1410 / 1420
Note: Both cruiser races may be self finished on a line between the Gear Mark and a large round white 
buoy, details include with the course on the day. 
The above line may also be used to start Race 2, details include with the course on the day. A starting 
sequence count-down may be broadcast on VHF Channel M1 for this race.

1. Rules
Racing will be governed the current Penzance Sailing Club Sailing Instructions (available 
in the club handbook or online at www.pzsc.org.uk/si) with the following amendment:

2. Scoring  
No discards are allowed. The result of the second race will be used to resolve tied overall 
positions. 

3. Eligibility
Helms who are under 18 on the day of the event will require a supervising adult to sign a 
disclaimer clause* on the event entry form.

4. Flag U
Dinghy competitors’ attention is draw to SI 14.1 which states:

“If IC Flag “U” is displayed, no dinghy shall leave the launch 
area until the flag is removed. If a dinghy has already 
launched the dinghy shall endeavour to return to the launching 
area. Failure to do so may lead to disqualification from any 
subsequent race without a hearing.”

* ‘Under the law, this helm is my dependent, and I accept paragraph Sailing Instruction 3.1 which excludes 
my dependent’s right to claim compensation in certain circumstances. I declare that during the event the boat 
will have valid and current third party insurance of at least ₤2m. I confirm that my dependent is competent to 
take part and that I am responsible for my dependent throughout the event. During the time my dependent is 
afloat I will be in or around Penzance Sailing Club or I will inform the race officer in writing the name of the 
person who is acting in loco parentis during my absence.’
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
